Sec. 4112 provides for
percentages of State’s funds
to be reserved for a State's
governor to award grants/
contracts to educational agen-
cies, community organiza-
tions (including anti-drug
codlitions) giving priority to
the prevention of illegal drug
use and violence for those not
normally served by State edu-
cational agencies (i.e. youth
in juvenile detention, drop-
outs, homeless children, etc.)

Activities authorized
under Sec. 4115: Drug and
violence prevention activities
for elementary and secondary

schools that include: teaching dangers of emerging
drugs; reinforce prevention activities;, promote individ-
ual responsibility; teach skills for resisting illegal drug
use; disseminate drug & violence prevention informa-
tion to schools & communities; training of school per-
sonnel; parents; et. al.; acquiring/installing metal detec-
tors, other equipment for security; safe-zone activities;
hiring & training of school security personnel; school
mental-health services; alternative education programs/
services for violent or drug abusing students that reduce
need for suspension/expulsion; testing of students for
illegal drug use and also allowing for parental request
and consent of such testing;
